Mediterranean climate prevails in Rome. It has dry and hot summers, and humid, cold winters. During the warmest months of July and August, the average temperature during the day is 30 °C while at night, it is 18 °C. In the coldest winter month of January, the average day temperature is 12 °C, and that at night is 3 °C. Heavy snowfall is extremely rare, but light snowfall occurs almost every winter. The pleasant climate of Rome favors heavy tourist footfall in the city throughout the year.
